Curriculum

Suggested Questions
Statutory requirements:
• Is the school meeting all of the statutory curriculum requirements for a school of its type?
Curriculum planning:
• How does the school use information from assessments to support curriculum planning?
• What input have pupils had into curriculum planning?
• What measures has the school taken to identify (and where appropriate implement) good practice from elsewhere?
• How has the school worked with outside organisations/partners to enhance the curriculum?
• How does the school encourage curriculum innovation?
• Do staff with particular expertise have the opportunity to share this with others?
Breadth of curriculum:
• Are we offering a broad and balanced curriculum?
• How has the school decided how much time needs to be allocated to each subject?
• Are there any obvious gaps in our curriculum provision? If so, what could be done about this?
Meeting the needs of pupils:
• How do we know that the curriculum is meeting the needs of every pupil?
• Are lessons appropriately differentiated to enable all pupils to access the curriculum?
Promoting pupil development:
• How well is the curriculum preparing pupils for life in Modern Britain?
• How is the curriculum used to promote pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural development?
